Population Growth

Population growth in these areas reflects some turnover as older households may relocate to 
senior housing and single-family homes become occupied by younger families

The Oak Grove Station area is expected to increase its population as new development occurs in 
the area



Household Growth

Household growth is anticipated within half-mile of all of the Station Areas; however, additional high-
density development near to the Stations would increase potential growth as is shown for the Oak 
Grove Station where new multifamily is proposed.



Average household size generally increases moving to the north along the Line.

The largest average household size within the half-mile is located at the 93rd Avenue 
Station

The smallest is in Robbinsdaleat the 42nd Avenue Station where there is a high proportion 
of senior housing in close proximity to the proposed station.

Population Density

The highest density stations are those that have more multifamily in close proximity to the station 
area site (63rd Avenue and 42nd Avenue Stations).

Population densities are expected to increase in those areas where additional high-density 
residential development can be developed in close proximity to the station area location. 



Race/Ethnicity

All Station Areas are relatively diverse in their populations, some more so than others

The middle station areas current have the highest proportions of people of color

People of Hispanic Origin (which may be any race) range in proportion from a low of 2% at the Oak 
Grove station to a high of 19% at the 63rd Avenue North Station.
