SUBJECT: Request for Proposals for Mental Health Services at the Juvenile Supervision Center             
___________________________________________________________________________

The Department of Community Corrections and Rehabilitation, Department of Human Services and Public Health in partnership with the Hennepin County Children’s Mental Health Collaborative is publishing a Request for Proposal (RFP) for Mental Health Services at the Hennepin County Juvenile Supervision Center (JSC).
Hennepin County Children’s Mental Health Collaborative and Hennepin County Juvenile Detention Alternatives Initiative are seeking to contract for the provision of mental health services for youth ages 10 through 17 who have been referred to the JSC, and identified as having unaddressed mental health issues. 
The JSC opened on January 7, 2008. The Link was chosen as the service provider for the JSC by the City of Minneapolis and Hennepin County.  The goal of the Juvenile Supervision Center is to provide services and connections to resources that halt youth’s progress into the juvenile justice system and increase connections to school and positive behavior. 

JSC services youth ages 10 through 17 who have been picked up for truancy, curfew, or low level offenses (not requiring detention) by law enforcement in Hennepin County. The JSC is located in the Minneapolis City Hall and runs 24 hours a day and seven days a week.  JSC provides a safe and supervised space for youth until they are returned to their home or school.  On the basis of the intake interview JSC staff can refer youth to Case Management services to support youth and families who require additional assistance to resolve the issues which led to the youth being picked up by law enforcement.  For many of these youth, mental health (especially unaddressed mental health issues) is one of those underlying issues that led to their arrest or may be contributing to their lack of success in school, at home or in the community.  

Services to be purchased from contracted mental health professionals and mental health agencies will include at a minimum a Diagnostic Assessment based on DSM IV criteria. Additional psychological testing shall be performed as needed. Services need to be culturally competent and timely. Providers may be referring clients for further evaluation, ongoing services or may be providing the services themselves.
