Hennepin County HSPHD-Eligibility Maintenance and Work Services Area are issuing a Request for Proposals (RFP) for the provision of Employment and Training Services under the Minnesota Family Investment Program (MFIP).  Private and Public Organizations with experience in the provision of Employment and Training services are invited to apply for funding through this RFP.

Program funds are available to help individuals on public assistance find permanent jobs and achieve economic stability.  MFIP funds will be awarded to provide Employment and Training services that include but are not limited to: assessment, job search, job placement and retention, skills training and support services, along with specialized programs which support Employment and Training Services.  Program activities will begin on January 1, 2011.

Proposers interested in submitting a proposal must adhere to the guidelines outlined in the request for proposals (RFP) document.  This RFP (titled “MFIP Eligibility Maintenance and Work Supports RFP”) and associated attachments can be downloaded from www.hennepin.us/soirfp.  The RFP provides information regarding the qualities the County is seeking in the provider(s) and services as well as a description of the proposal submission process. 

The deadline to submit proposals is Friday, September 14, 2010 at 4 PM.  Late proposals will not be reviewed.  

Potential proposers may submit questions about the RFP in written format to paul.lennander@co.hennepin.mn.us until Monday, August 9, 2010 at 4 PM.  A bidders’ conference will be held at the Hennepin County Auditorium on Wednesday, August 18, 2010 at 9:00 AM to provide proposers with the opportunity to talk with County staff about the RFP.  No questions will be addressed outside of these processes.   Notes from the conference, along with answers to questions submitted by proposers, will be posted on the Hennepin County website www.hennepin.us/soirfp no later than the end of the day on Wednesday, September 1, 2010.
