Do you have a loved one who is living in an assisted living/senior facility, and is going to need help paying for the services they get in their home?

· There is assistance to pay your home health care, supportive living costs, medication reminders, homemaking, etc. but you must call 612-348-4500 to start the process.
· When you call, request:

·  a long term care assessment for waiver funding (federal/state funded programs to help people live in their community); and

· information on how to apply for Medical Assistance 
· Medical Assistance will not cover assisted living costs without an in-person long term care assessment from a county social worker or public health nurse. Call 612-348-4500 to set this up.
· Eligibility for payments assistance can not be considered until the date of the in-person long term care assessment (It is not retroactive like some MA funding is.)
· If you were on Medical Assistance and a waiver in the past and are in need of assistance once more, a call to 612-348-4500 is needed to set up payment for services again. 
· Some assisted living facilities may or may not accept waiver services
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
