Get to work
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Have you tried the bus or light rail, carpooling, or biking or walking to work? Options beyond driving by yourself to work are better for you and the environment and easier on your wallet too. 

The local nonprofit Commuter Services has many free resources to help. Options include:
Carpool match: Share the ride and save. Carpooling to work with just one other person can cut your commute costs in half. You can also use the MnPASS lanes free when you carpool. Commuter Services will send you a link to the Twin Cities carpool match system, and some tips for establishing a successful carpool. There is no obligation to contact any of your matches. It is free to look and free to find. 

Customized transit package: Commuter Services will give you a customized recommendation on the best transit route for your commute, with a printed itinerary, transit schedules, and two free passes. 

Bicycle commuting resources: Receive a wealth of resources to assist you in commuting by bike, including bike trail maps, tips on biking in traffic, route recommendations, and how to put your bike on the bus and light rail. 

Join or start a vanpool: The Metropolitan Council pays for half of the monthly cost of the Metro Vanpools, and riders split the remainder, which is typically around $100. Vanpoolers can quit anytime with a 30-day notice. Riders only need to ride an average of three days per week. 

Work from home: The best commute is no commute! Explore whether it is possible to work at home even once or twice a week.  

Guaranteed Ride Home: This program has you covered if you have to leave work quickly or need to pick up a sick child from school. Receive up to $100 in taxi ride (or Uber/Lyft, car rental, or car-share services) reimbursements per year if you use an alternative to driving alone.
