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Lived Expertise Advisory Group
The Hennepin County Lived Experience Advisory Group is a committee of 8-12 community members, that draw from their own lived experiences to be voices for those that otherwise go unheard, specifically the community of people that experience homelessness in Hennepin County. They work with government officials and grant administers to influence how money is spent and decisions are made and partner with neighbors and community members to educate and advocate for a better future where homelessness no longer exists in our community.  
Lived Expertise Advisory Group (LEAG) Membership Overview
Essential Job Responsibilities
· Participate in at least one meeting a month by engaging and interacting with fellow members 
· Review materials prior to meetings as needed

· Utilize personal experiences to give advice on funding decisions

· Listen to other perspectives and consider their point of view

Preferred membership qualities: 
Lived experience: Must have experience being homelessness or fragilely housed (shelter, couch-surfing, car, outside). Lived experience navigating human/social service systems designed to assist those in homelessness.
Interest and commitment to the mission: a passion for helping those experiencing homelessness. A positive attitude with the ability to vocalize concerns and questions.
Interpersonal skills: Ability to work on a team, interact with stakeholders (workforce professionals, homeless services professionals, people experiencing homelessness and/or unemployment/ underemployment, and other service providers), support small events such as focus groups and conduct interviews to gather feedback.
Compensation and time commitment
Compensation: LEAG members will be compensated with a stipend of $20-25 per hour with a maximum of $250 per month. We can work with and accommodate individuals that have income restrictions as compensation might conflict with other benefits. 
Time commitment: The total time commitment for LEAG members will not exceed 10 hours per month. Members can expect to participate in 2- 4 hours of meetings per month and up to  4 - 6 hours of additional time outside of meetings to attend training, review proposals, or complete other duties as needed.  
Ability to meet in-person and virtually – Meetings will be held in-person and virtually on Microsoft Teams. If you lack the technology to meet virtually, Hennepin County staff can assist you in obtaining the necessary equipment.
