About 
The Minnesota Electronic Health Record Consortium (MNEHRC) partners with Hennepin County Public Health on two innovative data projects: the Health Trends Across Communities in Minnesota (HTAC) dashboard and the substance use-related healthcare trends (SUD) dashboard. While both projects generate summary data from electronic health records for reporting on free-to-use, public dashboards, there are differences in geographic coverage, measures, timeliness, and more.
The HTAC dashboard displays prevalence estimates for 30+ health conditions across Minnesota. These prevalence estimates are displayed on an interactive dashboard at www.mnehrconsortium.org/htac. 
The SUD dashboard displays substance-involved emergency and hospital visits at participating health systems in Hennepin County. Visit counts and trends are displayed on an interactive dashboard at https://mnehrconsortium.org/trends-substance-involved-emergency-visits-hennepin-county-dashboard.
